All submissions must be made online; offline nominations will not be accepted.

Who can apply 
The Awards are open to students, academics, University staff, and external partners. We recommend joint submissions between partners and colleagues.
If you are a University spin-out or student start-up, treat your venture as the impact/partner outcome.
Early-stage projects are welcome, but please outline expected benefits and outcomes clearly.

Judging and Shortlisting
Entries will be reviewed by an interdisciplinary panel of senior University staff and external experts. Please write for a lay audience.

We intend to shortlist up to three nominees for each award category. Yet, the panel reserves the right to nominate fewer or greater than a shortlist of three, and potentially more than one winner per category. 

Shortlisted entrants will be notified week commencing 18th May 2026. Unfortunately, feedback will not be available due to the volume of applications.
